Tour Jordan:
This trip is organized by Pan East International Tourism Co.

Monday 20/9/2010: 
· Drive starts around 10:00am to the ancient Nabatean city in Petra 
Petra has been recently voted one of the Seven Wonders of the World. It is considered as the most valuable treasure and greatest touristic attraction in Jordan. In 1985 Petra was designated a World Heritage by UNESCO. 
· Start your visit by enjoying a walk or a short horse ride from Petra’s main entrance to the entrance of the old city “Al Siq”; a 350 meters narrow canyon. As you reach the end of the Siq, the first and greatest monument of Petra slowly comes into view. This is the famous Treasury monument “Al Khazneh”. Petra “The Rose City” was built by the Arab Nabateans more than 2000 years ago. The Nabateans carved their monumental tombs, palaces, temples and treasury in the desert’s natural rose-colored rocks and sandstones. Petra was an important junction for silk, spices and other trade routes that linked the Eastern world with that of the West. 

· Enjoy a Lunch buffet at al Nabat tent restaurant in Petra.

· Drive around 4:30pm to White Petra Ammarin Bedouin camp and enjoy the rest of the day free at leisure.
· Enjoy a dinner buffet and overnight sleep at Ammarin Bedouin camp.

· Enjoy a breakfast buffet at Ammarin Bedouin camp.

Tuesday 21/9/2010: 

· Drive to Kerak’s Crusaders Castle built in the 12th century AD. Kerak is situated on a hilltop about 1000 meters above sea level and surrounded by a valley from three sides. Karak has been inhabited since the Iron Age; it was a central city for the Moabites. 

· Drive via Kings Highway, the ancient road mentioned in the bible, which links prehistoric villages from the Stone Age, and biblical towns from the kingdoms of Ammon, Moab and Edom.
· Arrive at Madaba “the City of Mosaics”. Madaba offers many sites to explore as its long history dates back to 1200 BC. Visit the town’s main locations; the Greek Orthodox church of St. George where the famous 6th Century Byzantine mosaic map of the holy sites in the biblical world was found.  The chart of Madaba was excavated in 1898 during the renovation of the church. 

· Enjoy a set lunch menu at Haret Jdoudna restaurant. The southern part of this Haret Jdoudna was built in 1905 using the cross vault construction method with stone floor “acquired” at the time of Roman road 200 meters away. A Jordanian team of architects and interior designers collaborated to renovate Haret Jdoudna. 
· Tour 20 arts and crafts shops producing Jordanian traditional products such as wood & hem chairs, rug weaving, sand bottles, mosaics, paintings and more.

· Proceed to Mount Nebo, the place where it is believed that Moses was buried. The mountain, which rises to 840m of altitude, offers a spectacular view of the Holy land. Mount Nebo became a universal place of pilgrimage dating the Christian era in the late 4th century as the church was completely constructed. 

· Back to Amman to rest and enjoy free time.

Wednesday 22/9/2010:
· Enjoy your breakfast at the hotel then drive to Bethany; the large loop in the Jordan River that is opposite to Jericho. It has been identified for nearly two millennia as the area where Jesus Christ was baptized by John the Baptist. Stunning archaeological discoveries from the 1st century AD confirm that the site was inhabited during the lives of Jesus and John the Baptist. The late Pope John Paul II also visited the site as part of his spiritual pilgrimage to the Holy Land at the start of the new millennium.  

· Continue to the Dead Sea the lowest spot on earth 400 meters below sea level. The Dead Sea has an historical and spiritual legacy of its own. It is believed to be the site of five biblical cities: Sodom, Gomorrah, Admah, Zeboiim, and Zoar. Spend the day sunbathing, swimming, and relaxing in the gently lapping waters of the Dead Sea and be amazed that you can never sink! 
· Lunch buffet at Dead Sea rest house.
· Back to Amman to rest and enjoy free time.

Thursday 23/9/2010: End of the trip
The trip cost per person is € 350. Trip includes the following:

· 1 night accommodation in a camp and two nights at a 4 star hotel in a double room 
· You may request for a single rooms for  € 50 extra on the cost of the trip
